Enoch Nyador Biography

Enoch Nyador is a native of Ghana, West Africa, born at Akplale-Agave in the South Tongu District of the Volta Region. He has been married to Lydia, a family doctor and ophthalmologist who hails from Akutukope-Agave in Ghana, since 1984, and they are blessed with three grown children—Yayra, Makafui, and Jacob—and also two grandsons, Eyram and Enoch.
For the past 30 years, Enoch has served as the first director of Ghana Christian Mission, leading a team of 22 evangelists and 70 midwives, nurses and para-medicals in planting churches and treating the sick in the name of Christ among 11 unreached people groups in Ghana. Some of these tribes are the Achode, Adele, Komkomba, Kusasi, Mamprusi, Nchumburung, and Ntrubo. Over 11,000 have been baptized, over 220 churches started, and over 600,000 patients treated through this ministry. 
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Enoch was baptized in 1977 at the Dzebetato Christian Church by the late Pastor Francis Kumah, a graduate of Ghana Christian University College. Enoch served as a student minister (1978-1982) and later the first minister of the Abeka Christian Church in Accra, Ghana, where he was ordained into the ministry in 1982. He taught at Ghana Christian College from 1986 to 1992 and has continued to serve on the University Council for over 15 years. He has travelled to several countries in Africa (including Togo, Benin, Nigeria, Burkina Faso, Mali, Niger, Uganda, Ethiopia, Zambia, Kenya, South Africa, and Zimbabwe) with the Gospel message and has also spoken in churches, schools, colleges, and conventions in over three dozen states in the USA. He has also travelled to Amsterdam, London, Helsinki, St. Petersburg, Tokyo, and other foreign countries.

Enoch received a B.A. in Christian Ministries from Ghana Christian College (1982) and an MDiv (Hons) from Emmanuel School of Religion in Johnson City, Tennessee, USA (1986). He loves to read detective novels and play ping pong for recreation.

He and his family make their home in Gbetsile, Tema, where they are active members of the Paradise Christian Church, near Michel Camp on the Akosombo road. He is the Chairman of Agave Christian Union and also a past President of Ghana Evangelical Missions Association (GEMA).
